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En septembre 2005 la Commission de la UE établissait 
la communication “Migration et Développement: 
Des orientations concrètes”, qui est la réponse de la 
UE au défi de soumettre des orientations  pour 
améliorer l’incidence des migrations sur le dévelop-
pement des pays d’origine dans plusieurs domaines, 
facilitant surtout la circulation des cerveaux et 
limitant leur fuite. Le projet UNESCO d’une World 
Digital Library est un effort pour la constitution de 
réseaux transnationaux et globaux. Il s’appuie sur la 
synchronisation de textes en plusieurs alphabets 
(arabe, chinois, romain, russe). En partenariat avec le 
Progetto Migrazioni auprès de l’ILIESI-CNR, le Comité 
de la FISP sur l’histoire de la philosophie a comme but 
de voir la philosophie apparaitre dans tous les 
curricula de l’enseignement supérieur et d’offrir ainsi 
aux étudiant(e)s la liberté de choisir la stratégie 
argumentative qui leur semble la meilleure. Chaque 
étudiant(e) doit faire l’expérience de la philosophie 
au moins une fois dans sa vie, car cette expérience lui 
fournira une orientation importante pour l’avenir. 
Les enjeux comprennent la capacité d’apprendre de 
nouvelles langues, de traduire et, enfin, d’appréhen- 
der sa propre identité culturelle grâce aux échanges 
dialogiques.

In September 2005 the EU Commission 
adopted the position paper “Migration 
and Development: Some Concrete 
Orientations”, which constitutes the 
response of the EU to the challenge of 
offering orientations to help ameliorate 
the impact of migration on the develop-
ment of countries of origin in a number 
of fields, first and foremost by facilita-
ting intellectual circulation and limiting 
the impact of brain drain. The UNESCO 
World Digital Library project is an effort 
toward the constitution of networks of 
transnationalization and globalization. It 
is based on textual synchronization 
among different alphabets (Arab, Chine-
se, Roman, Russian). In partnership with 
the Progetto Migrazioni at ILIESI-CNR, 
the FISP Committee on the History of 
Philosophy aims to have philosophy 
present in all higher education curricula 
and to give students full freedom in 
selecting the argumentative strategy 
that seems best to them. Every student 
ought to experience philosophy at least 
once in his or her life, for this experience 
will provide a meaningful orientation 
with regard to what to do later in life. 
What is at stake is the ability to learn 
new languages, to translate, and last but 
not least to gain insights about each 
individual’s own cultural identity on the 
basis of a dialogical exchange.
